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In past issues of FECU’s newsletter,
you've been warned about the dangers
of phishing scams that are solicited
through e-mail. Now a scam called
“vishing’ is taking advantage of
consumers via phone.

Definition: Vishing - Fishing for
valuable information via phone (the
“V” stands for “Voice). Vishing uses a
combination of e-mail and the
telephone, or even sometimes just the
telephone, to lure victims into releasing
confidential information. Identity
crooks will send a victim an e-mail
urging them to contact a specific phone
number. Or the crooks may call the
victim directly, and have either a live
caller or an automated system attempt
to con the victim into releasing
personal information such as date of

birth, Social Security number, credit card
numbers, and other account-related
information.

"& To protect yourself from vishing, use
some of the same techniques you've
used to avoid phishing scams.

* Don't give information to
anyone unless you initiated the
call.

If you get a phone call about one

of your accounts, hang up and
call the financial institution’s
main number (not a number
provided to you by the caller).
Remember that FECU (and
most other financial institutions)
will never request confidential
information from you over the

phone.
